FOR CAREER EXPLORERS:

One cannot choose what one does not know, and many occupations are unknown
to most of us. One may stumble into an appropriate occupation by sheer luck, but
the wise choice of an occupation requires information about what occupations
are available, what they require, and what they offer.

Passive occupational research generatyang eading about occupations and industries (online
or offline), andperhapsvatchingcareervideos Active occupationatesearch ranges from doing
informational interviews with people who are knowledgeable about a given occupation or
industryto doingvolunteerwork to gain insight and experience.

There are many good choices for passive ocompaind industry research, including books,
research data, and various types of websiéssgned to provide valuable playment and
occupational inforration.

DOL Sites

The four resource websites listed below are U.a@ent of Labor stes. DOL is the primary
source for employent and occupational informatn atthe nationwidelevel. Eachsite hasits
advantages, but all include occupational descriptions, wages, education/skill requirements, etc.
O*NET goes the deepest in terms of knowledge, skill and ability information. The Occupational
Outlook Handbook is the most readable, and probably the most appropriate for high school
students.

For example, none
of the DOL siteshaveany ocaupations (yet) with the words solar or wind in thetitle or
description Beforeyou give up on anoccupationainformationresourcebe sureto think in
terms of alternate occupation titles. Also be sureto checkthe LMID andNOVA sitesto seeif
they haverelevantoccupationalnformationavailable.lf you canOfindit there perhapsyour
careeffield of interestis profiled in oneof thenewergreen/@vironmental career books. If you
still canOt find it, look for indtry or professionahssociationshat might have some relevant
career informtion on their website§.he next stepvould be to do inforrational interviews with
persons who are knowledgeable about your occupation or industry. But out of respect for
people@ time, try to research thefield beforeyou requestininformationalinterview.

FOR JOB SEEKERS:

With the vast mgjority of employers now advertising their jobsonline,many peopleassune that
most people now find their jobs online. Howeversth not the case. Most experts say that the
majority of jobs continue to be found throughtwerking (aka the hidden jobarket). So while
you can limit yourself to an online job searchijtOsstill a good possibility that your dregjob can
only befoundif/when you look bothonlineand offline, and utilizethe power of networking.
And if you think about it, why lint your chancsof finding the bestpossiblgob?Why not
expandthe possibilitiesandthenfocuson the best choices that present themselves?

job online.However,itOsotlik ely thatyou havethetime needed to search all possible
enployersO websites. But once you have idensfea spedfic employers youOd like to work
for, you can find them online and see if they post their job openings on their own sites.How to
find themonline?Assumng you know their nam a sinple Google search should do it. In ssm
cases, the most effi cient way to find an employerOs website is to guess what their @ioniURL)
would be. For example, a solar contracting business called @ergy would likely have a web
address of conergy.com.

Whereas job boards serve as repositories for job listings posted by employers and recruiters,
search engines for jobs use spider technology to search millions of jobs from thousands of job
boards, newspapers classifieds, and company websites. Think Google-for-jobs and you begin to
get the idea. These sites can also be helpful when researching occupations that can’t be found in
traditional occupational information resources. Just remember that a single job listing is for a
specific job, and the information about that job doesn’t necessarily accurately represent an
occupation.

LinkedIn is a fast-growing social networking site for business professionals. LinkedIn has also
added job listings in recent months. Most LinkedIn users (who are on average 41 years of age
and earn $110,000/yr) are networking for sales and business development purposes. About 25%
are actively searching for a job. However, a LinkedIn user poll indicated that only 6% landed
their last job through the use of LinkedIn or any other social networking site. Even so, LinkedIn
is a powerful networking site, and it is likely that it will become increasingly important for job
seekers in the future.
